The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia will host the United Nations 19th Internet Governance Forum (IGF 2024)
from 15 to 19 December 2024 in Riyadh under the overarching theme Building our Multistakeholder Digital
Future.

HYBRID IGF

The 19th annual IGF will be hosted in a hybrid format to provide meaningful participation of stakeholders
present on-site or participating online. Participants who cannot travel to Riyadh will be able to attend
sessions of the Parliamentary Track and the overall IGF meeting via an online platform (Zoom). More
details will be made available on the IGF website closer to the event.

To be considered for financial support, parliamentarians must:
e Be from a Least Developed Country, Landlocked Developing Country, Small Island Developing
State or a Transitional Economy.

e Be member of an official delegation of a parliament of a UN Member State.
e Commit to participate in the IGF 2024 Parliamentary Track.

Applicants should be aware of and be able to comply with Saudi entry regulations available on this
website.
