The 20 year review will align WSIS with broader digital governance

Since 2006, over 320 stakeholders have served the world through the
Multistakeholder Advisory Group. This group has been a crucial conduit of

community input, translating the will of the people into tangible participation.

Likewise, the Leadership Panel, in less than three years, has made the
IGF stronger than ever, ensuring our values and mission continue to drive
impactful dialogue and solutions, also at the highest levels.

To each of you here, I say: be proud of what you’ve built.
